Reservations: A deposit of 20% of the cruise fare per person is
required to secure space on the cruise.  Balance is due at least 75
days prior to departure.

Cancellations and Refunds: All payments are fully refundable
until 75 days prior to departure.  From 75 to 57 days there is a can-
cellation fee of $600 per person.  56 to 29 days prior to departure,
50% of the total costs will be charged.  28 to 15 days prior to
departure, 75% of the total cost per person will be charged.  Within
14 days of departure, penalty is 100% of total charges per person.
Once issued, air tickets are not refundable. 

Travel Protection: Trip cancellation, travel accident and baggage
insurance is recommended and can be secured through Fowler
Tours.  

Travel Documents: A valid passport and a visa for Australia are
required for the trip.

Wednesday, Jan. 20 – Depart the U.S.A. by air
Thursday, Jan. 21 – Lose day in crossing the International Date Line.
Friday, Jan. 22 – Arrive Cairns, Australia and transfer to the Novotel
Oasis Resort for check in, leisure time and overnight.
Saturday, Jan. 23 – Full day excursion to the Great Barrier Reef by
luxury catamaran.  At the Marine World Activity platform, you will
have many activities to choose from.  Morning and afternoon tea plus
an extensive buffet lunch are included.
Sunday, Jan. 24 – Fly to Alice Springs in the heart of the Outback.
See the sights of interest in the afternoon including the Royal Flying
Doctor Base.  Overnight at the Crown Plaza Hotel.
Monday, Jan. 25 – Further sightseeing of the Alice Springs area
before departing by early afternoon flight to Ayers Rock.  Upon
arrival, enjoy an interesting tour around the base of Ayers Rock which
is over 2 miles long and a thousand feet high.  At sunset, see the spec-
tacular color changes of the Rock.  Overnight at the Desert Gardens
Hotel.
Tuesday, Jan 26 – Early morning sunrise visit to Ayers Rock before
continuing to the magnificent Olgas, a sacred place known to the
Aboriginal people as Kata Tjuta.  The scale of the walls and the wind
far above, add a sense of mystery here.  Depart Ayers Rock by early
afternoon flight to Sydney.  Transfer to the Amora Jamison Hotel for
two nights.

Wednesday, Jan. 27 – A full day tour of Sydney includes a visit to a
wildlife park to see the unique animals of Australia.  Then, we see the
highlights of this beautiful city – the Sydney Opera House, Mrs.
Macquarie’s Chair with great photo opportunities of the Harbour
Bridge and the Opera House, through Kings Cross, Double Bay,
Watsons Bay, Bondi Beach and Paddington with its charming terraced
houses and other National Trust listed architecture.  During the tour,
we have a relaxing and enjoyable lunch cruise around Sydney’s beau-
tiful harbour with magnificent views of the Sydney Opera House, the
city skyline and the Harbour Bridge.
Thursday, Jan. 28 – Day free in Sydney until time for a transfer to the
pier to board the DIAMOND PRINCESS.
The per person (sharing a double room) cost of $3256 includes air
fare within Australia, transfers, deluxe hotel accommodations,
baggage handling, breakfast daily, two buffet lunches, sightseeing
as outlined, tips and taxes.
For those who may want a shorter pre-cruise, a two night visit to
Sydney only is available for a cost of $615 per person, share basis.
This includes deluxe hotel accommodations, transfers, baggage
handling, two buffet breakfasts, one buffet lunch, tour of Sydney,
tips and taxes.
