For payment by check or cash, the tour cost is $4780 from Memphis or
Atlanta.

SUNDAY, MAY 9 – CAIRO, TANIS, AVARIS, PER-RAMESES, ST.
CATHERINE: On the way to St. Catherine’s Monastery, visit San el-Hagar
(Tanis), Tell el-Dab’a (Avaris) and Qantir (per-Rameses).  A box lunch will
be provided.  After approximately seven and a half hours, arrive at the
Catherine Plaza Hotel for dinner and overnight.
MONDAY, MAY 10 – MOUNT SINAI, ST. CATHERINE’S
MONASTERY, TABA: All who want to climb Mount Sinai, leave the hotel
at 1:00 AM.  A sloping path takes you up to the Gate of Confessions, and
further on to the Gate of the Law, where Moses is believed to have received
the Ten Commandments.  The climb and descent takes about five hours.
Following breakfast at the hotel, visit the historic St. Catherine’s Monastery.
It was founded in 527 AD and houses some of the most valuable early
Christian relics in the world, including a unique collection of icons, mosaics
and manuscripts.  Within its walls is the Chapel of the Burning Bush where
God spoke to Moses.  Enjoy a box lunch on the way to Taba for the cross-
ing into Israel.

ISRAEL
TABA, EILAT: Cross through the border at Taba and continue on the
Israeli coach to Eilat for dinner and overnight at the Golden Tulip Privilege
Hotel.
TUESDAY, MAY 11 – EILAT, ARVADA: After breakfast, drive to the
border at Arvada for the crossing into Jordan.

JORDAN
ARVADA, PETRA: Meet the Jordan Guide and bus.  Drive to Petra.  Full
day at Petra.  Explore the red rose city of Petra; including taking a horse ride
through the dramatic “CIQ” or Canyon. See the treasury, carved in the pink
stone, and continue past the Roman theater, the Corinthian tomb and palace
tomb to Roman road.  Overnight in Petra at Beit Zaman Hotel.
WEDNESDAY, MAY 12 – PETRA, MADEBA, MOUNT NEBO,
AMMAN: Leave Petra and drive to Amman.  Stop at the Fortress of
Machareus. Continue to the Christian village of Madeba to see the ancient
mosaic map of the Holy Land. Also see the remains of a Byzantine church
with its mosaic floors.  Drive on to Mount Nebo where Moses viewed the
Promised Land.  You can see the Jordan Valley, Jericho and the Judean hills
beyond.  Also see the remains of another Byzantine church with its mosaic
floors.  Overnight in Amman at the Hotel Geneva.
THURSDAY, MAY 13 – AMMAN, ALLENBY BRIDGE: Short tour of
Amman visiting the Citadel which has recently been excavated, the Roman
theatre which has been restored and is used for plays and concerts and the
colourful Suk or Bazaars and then proceed to Allenby Bridge for the cross-
ing into Israel.

ISRAEL
ALLENBY BRIDGE, BEIT SHEAN, TIBERIAS: Join our Israeli coach
and guide and drive up the Jordan valley to Beit Shean, the Biblical
Scythopolis to visit the Roman theatre, the paved road and the excavations.
Visit Mount Tabor, the sacred site of the Transfiguration.  Three nights in
Tiberias at the Caesar Hotel.
FRIDAY, MAY 14 – CAPERNAUM, TABGHA, SEA OF GALILEE:

Continue to
Nazareth, the Basilica of Annunciation and visit Mary’s Well and the Church
of the Angel Gabriel. Drive to the Golan Heights. Stop at Tel Dan and walk
through the Dan Nature Reserve, within which are the source of the River
Jordan and the ancient remains on Tel Dan. Continue to Banias, also known
as Caesarea Philippi where Peter said “Thou art Christ”. Overnight in
Tiberias.
SUNDAY, MAY 16 – TIBERIAS, HAIFA, MEGIDDO, CAESAREA,
JERUSALEM: Start the day with a visit to Haifa, the city on the Carmel
mountain range with a lovely view of the Bay. Drive to Megiddo which was
a site of great importance in the ancient world, as it guarded the western
branch of a narrow pass and an ancient trade route which connected the
lands of Egypt and Assyria. Continue down the coast to Caesarea, the capi-
tal of the Roman province, and see Roman and Crusader remains and the
harbor from which Paul was taken prisoner to Rome.  Three nights in
Jerusalem at the Grand Court Hotel.
MONDAY, MAY 17 – JERUSALEM, BETHLEHEM: Drive to the Mt.
Olives for a wonderful panoramic view revealing a city with 4000 years of
history.  From this vantage point see much of what makes Jerusalem such a
unique city to the three major religions – Judaism, Christianity and Islam.
See the Place of Ascension and the Pater Noster Church, and view the Palm
Sunday road.  At the foot of the hill see the Garden of Gethsemane with its
ancient olive trees and the Church of All Nations.  Drive down the Kidron
Valley and see the Pool of Siloam, and St. Peter in Gallicantu built over the
palace of the High Priest Caiaphas.  Also on Mount Zion visit the tomb of
David, the Upper Room and the Church of the Dormition.  In the afternoon
drive to the Shepherd’s Fields where the angels announced the birth of Jesus,
then visit the Church of the Nativity in Bethlehem that stands upon the site
where Jesus was born. Overnight in Jerusalem.
TUESDAY, MAY 18 – BETHANY, QUMRAN, DEAD SEA, MASADA,
JERICHO: Visit Bethany and Lazarus Tomb.  Drive via the Good
Samaritan Inn to Qumran, site of the Dead Sea Scroll discovery, and then
visit Masada, the mountaintop fortress built by Herod and the last strong-
hold of the Jewish Rebellion against the Romans.  Ride the cable car to the
top to explore and peer down upon the remains of the Roman camps and the
siege ramp below.  Time permitting, you will have a brief stop at the Dead
Sea for a swim. Stop at Jericho, the oldest city and view the Mt of
Temptation.  Continue to the hotel in Jerusalem for dinner and overnight.
WEDNESDAY, MAY 19 – JERUSALEM, TEL AVIV: Morning check
out of the hotel.  Today we visit the Wailing (or Western) Wall, and view the
Temple Area with the Al-Aksa Mosque and Dome of the Rock.  See the Pool
of Bethesda where the angel ruffled the water.  Visit the Convent of Zion
Sisters.  Passing the Stations of the Cross, come to the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre, where Jesus was crucified and buried, and then rose again.  Leave
the city through the bazaars to the west by Jaffa Gate.  We then head to the
village of Ein Karem, the birthplace of John the Baptist and to the Church
of Visitation where the Virgin Mary visited her cousin, Elizabeth, and pro-
claimed the ‘Magnificat’.  Transfer to Airport after dinner.  Depart Tel Aviv
just before midnight via Delta Airlines non-stop to Atlanta.

THURSDAY, MAY 20 – ATLANTA, MEMPHIS: Arrive Atlanta in the
early morning, clear customs, and continue by connecting flight to
Memphis.

FRIDAY, MAY 7 – CAIRO: Our excellent Egyptologist-Guide will arrive
at the hotel after breakfast to begin the day’s touring.  We drive to the near-
by desert plateau to storied Sakkara.  Here gaze up at the soaring Step
Pyramid of Pharaoh Zoser, first of all the pyramids.  Then explore the Heb
Sed Court of the amazing pyramid complex.  These and the Step Pyramid
are the very first building in hewn stone in all history.  Next, we drive to Giza
to explore the imposing Pyramids of Giza and the Sphinx.  We see the tow-
ering Pyramids of Cheops, Chephren and Mycerinus and enjoy a lightheart-
ed camel ride through the sands surrounding the Pyramids.  After an includ-
ed lunch at the private “membership only” Seasons Country Club, we drive

to the famous Egyptian Museum for a visit.  The museum contains the most
important collection of Egyptian art in the world.  We will see a copy of the
Rosetta Stone and a multitude of precious objects of the boy Pharaoh
Tutankhamun as well as other treasures too numerous to mention.  Dinner
and overnight at the hotel.
SATURDAY, MAY 8 – CAIRO, ALEXANDRIA: After breakfast, drive
for two and a half hours along the Desert Road to Alexandria.  We motor
along the Mediterranean Corniche of Alexandria to the National Museum of
Alexandria which houses an outstanding collection of Egyptian and Greco
Roman treasures.  Next we see the Roman Amphitheater, recently discov-
ered in an excellent state of preservation.  We see new excavations of a
Roman town, and some of the marvelous statues and architectural elements
from Greek and Roman palaces and public buildings from the time of
Cleopatra.  Continue through the city center to the Catacombs of Kom El
Shokafa and view the towering ancient obelisk misnamed by medieval trav-
elers “Pompey’s Pillar”.  After lunch, we circle the ancient Eastern Harbor
to view medieval Fort Qait Bey, a handsome citadel built during the
Crusades on the site of the ancient Ptolemaic Pharos Lighthouse, one of the
classical Seven Wonders of the World.  The final visit of the day will be the
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newly opened “Bibliotheca Alexandrina”, the Library of Alexandria.  Return
to Cairo for dinner and overnight.
SUNDAY, MAY 9 – CAIRO, TANIS, AVARIS, PER-RAMESES, ST.

WEDNESDAY, MAY 5 – MEMPHIS, ATLANTA, NEW YORK: Depart
from Memphis by Delta Airlines to Atlanta and thence by connecting flight
to New York. Continue by connecting wide-bodied jet.  Dinner, breakfast,
and snacks are served as we fly across the Atlantic.

EGYPT
THURSDAY, MAY 6 – CAIRO: Fly nonstop from New York and arrive in
Cairo in the afternoon and transfer to the Le Meridien Pyramids Hotel or
similar for dinner and overnight.
FRIDAY, MAY 7 – CAIRO: Our excellent Egyptologist-Guide will arrive
at the hotel after breakfast to begin the day’s touring.  We drive to the near-
by desert plateau to storied Sakkara.  Here gaze up at the soaring Step
Pyramid of Pharaoh Zoser, first of all the pyramids.  Then explore the Heb
Sed Court of the amazing pyramid complex.  These and the Step Pyramid
are the very first building in hewn stone in all history.  Next, we drive to Giza
to explore the imposing Pyramids of Giza and the Sphinx.  We see the tow-
ering Pyramids of Cheops, Chephren and Mycerinus and enjoy a lightheart-
ed camel ride through the sands surrounding the Pyramids.  After an includ-
ed lunch at the private “membership only” Seasons Country Club, we drive

to the famous Egyptian Museum for a visit.  The museum contains the most
important collection of Egyptian art in the world.  We will see a copy of the
Rosetta Stone and a multitude of precious objects of the boy Pharaoh
Tutankhamun as well as other treasures too numerous to mention.  Dinner
and overnight at the hotel.
SATURDAY, MAY 8 – CAIRO, ALEXANDRIA: After breakfast, drive
for two and a half hours along the Desert Road to Alexandria.  We motor
along the Mediterranean Corniche of Alexandria to the National Museum of
Alexandria which houses an outstanding collection of Egyptian and Greco
Roman treasures.  Next we see the Roman Amphitheater, recently discov-
ered in an excellent state of preservation.  We see new excavations of a
Roman town, and some of the marvelous statues and architectural elements
from Greek and Roman palaces and public buildings from the time of
Cleopatra.  Continue through the city center to the Catacombs of Kom El
Shokafa and view the towering ancient obelisk misnamed by medieval trav-
elers “Pompey’s Pillar”.  After lunch, we circle the ancient Eastern Harbor
to view medieval Fort Qait Bey, a handsome citadel built during the
Crusades on the site of the ancient Ptolemaic Pharos Lighthouse, one of the
classical Seven Wonders of the World.  The final visit of the day will be the
