WEDNESDAY, JUNE 23 - SKAGWAY: The ship docks in
Skagway at 7:00 AM for a full day in this colorful frontier town.
Stroll the wooden boardwalks; inspect the false-fronted buildings
Skagway “developers” erected to lure prospectors to the gold fields.
Optional sightseeing excursions are available including a trip by
train along the historic Trail of ‘98 to the Klondike. Sail at 8:30 PM.

THURSDAY, JUNE 24 - GLACIER BAY CRUISING: The
majesty of Glacier Bay is overwhelming.
